The Image of God Within Us

A story is told that when Leonardo da Vinci
painted “The Last Supper” he sought out men
who could be living models for Our Lord and
the apostles for his painting. Each model had
to have a face that expressed da Vinci’s vision
of the particular man he would represent. One
day, da Vinci saw a young man who had the
features of love, tenderness, caring, innocence,
compassion, and kindness. This man would be
his model for Jesus.

However, years went by and the painting was
still not complete. Da Vinci could not find the
right face for Judas. He was looking for a man
whose face was streaked with despair, wicked-
ness, greed, and sin. Ten years after starting the
picture, he found a man in prison whose face had
all the qualities for which he had been search-

ing. This prisoner, then, would be the model for
Judas.

As da Vinci worked, he noticed the prisoner
growing more and more uneasy. He asked the
prisoner, “What seems to trouble you so much?”
'The man began sobbing and said, “Don’t you re-
member me? Ten years ago I was your model
for Jesus!” The once innocent youth had turned
his back on Christ and had begun living a sin-
ful life. The face that had once radiated love,
now showed misery. The expression of hope was
replaced by despair. The light of Christ within
him had grown dim.

On this first Sunday of the Great Fast, let us
ask ourselves, “What do others see in our face?”

SPIRITUAL REGULATIONS FOR THE GREAT FAST 2020

Although our Church traditionally prescribed abstention from meat and dairy products in
days gone by for the entire duration of the Great Fast, the following are the minimal Lenten
regulations today: Abstinence from meat and all dairy products on the First Day of the Great Fast
and on Good Friday. Abstinence from meat only on all Fridays of the Great Fast as well as Holy
Saturday. It is also traditional to abstain from meat on Wednesdays during the Great Fast.
Everyone should receive the Holy Mysteries of Reconciliation and Holy Eucharist during the
period from the onset of Great Fast to the Wednesday before Ascension Thursday. The Fasting
and Abstinence regulations are not binding on persons 60 or older, the very poor, sick, nursing
or pregnant women, children below the age of 14, and those who engage in physically very hard
labor. However, all are urged, if able to do so, to observe the fasting and abstinence regulations.
THE GREAT FAST - A TIME FOR PENANCE AND METANOIA

Our parish will make a commitment to observe this sacred time in accord with the
authentic traditions of our Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church. We will celebrate the Liturgy of
the Presanctified Gifts on Wednesdays at 5:00 p.m. during the Great Fast in the Byzantine Chapel
of the Basilica of the National Shrine. On Fridays, we will celebrate the Liturgy of the
Presanctified Gifts at 7:00 p.m. in our Church. On Saturdays, we will celebrate the Divine
Liturgy for the Souls enrolled in the Sorokousty 10:00 a.m. in our Church. All parishioners are
urged to resolve to make their best effort to attend at least 12 of these services during the Great
Fast, especially those in which we remember our deceased loved ones. All must attend the Divine
Liturgy on Sundays.

FIRST CONFESSION PREPARATION CLASSES — AT 10:30 A.M.

First Confession will be celebrated in our parish for children ages 7 and older on
Saturday April 4 (Lazarus Saturday). In order to prepare to receive this sacrament, the
children must attend the preparation classes on Sundays at 10:30 a.m. on Feb.: 23, Mar.: 1, 8,
15, 22, 29. Children must also attend the Divine Liturgy on these days. Please do not be late.

In the Ukrainian Catholic Church, it is the custom to remember our beloved dead during
the time of the Great Fast. These commemorations occur on Saturdays because the Saviour of
the world rested in the grave on Great and Holy Saturday, awaiting the Resurrection. Thus,
Saturday became for Christians the day for commemorating the deceased, who await the
resurrection on the last day. We will start our remembrances of the dead on Saturdays,
beginning February 29, with Divine Liturgy at 10:00 a.m. at the Ukrainian Catholic National
Shrine of the Holy Family, Washington, DC. Please take the time to remember your deceased
family members on the Saturdays of the Great Fast. They hope for our prayers; and in turn, they
pray for us. Please submit an envelope with your list of names and offering to one of the priests.
