With this parable
of flowers and grass the Lord urges us to hope
that God will also be merciful to us. Nothing
is more persuasive than a glance at unthink-
ing creatures who have received such beauti-
ful dress from Providence. Surely we should
be all the more ready to believe that human
beings, if they entrust themselves completely
to God and free themselves of all their wor-
ries, will not lack anything.
