A Peaceful Ending of Our Lives

Surely the secret of true life is to accept
each state as it comes. To die the death and
to live the new life, not to cling to the past
but to live with total integrity in the present.
Now in all these cases out of dying there
comes resurrection. Not loss but enrich-
ment, not decay but growth. Something
dies means something comes alive. May
not the death that comes right at the end
of our life, fit into that pattern? May not
our bodily death be the final stage in our
growth? 'The last and greatest in the long
series of deaths and resurrections, that we
have been experiencing ever since the day
we were born. If the small deaths each
lead beyond death to resurrection, may this
not be true of the great death that awaits
us when we finally leave this world? May

this not be the greatest passover? Then we
should enlarge our vision, we should look
beyond our own life stories to the Christ
story. We should relate the death and resur-
rection pattern within our own life to the
death and resurrection of Jesus our Savior.
Our story makes sense in the light of His
story. Our small deaths and resurrections
are joined across history through His de-
finitive death and resurrection. What do we
hear at Paschal midnight? “Let none fear
death, for the death of the Savior has set us
free. He has destroyed death by undergo-
ing death. Christ is risen and death reigns in
tear. Christ is risen and there is none dead
in the tomb.”
